I.  Introduction:

A.  Attention Grabber : Grab the reader’s attention by using one of the following techniques. Whichever method you decide to use, make sure the attention-grabber is relevant to the topic of your speech. The attention-grabber should relate to the topic of your speech. 
• relevant quote from an outside source

• fact or statistic

• description of initial response to the topic

• shocking or amusing generalization.

B.  Establish Common Ground with the Audience: Relate the topic to your audience. They want to know why your topic is important. Do this by relating it to them. 

C.  State Purpose (or Thesis): Briefly summarize your purpose. 

D.  Preview Main Points: List at least three main points for the organization of your speech.  (One example from the external source, two examples from the novel.)
E.  Establish Credibility: Prove to your audience that you are qualified to speak to them about the topic. 

II. Body


A. Main Point #1

1.  Transition and Counter Argument: A transition does not have to be a full sentence. It can be incorporated into your counter argument. For the counter argument, provide the viewpoint from the other side which you intend to argue.
2. Argument/Main Point: State the main reason why the claim from the other side you mentioned above is inaccurate.
3.  Support the Topic: Provide evidence from the RESEARCH to support your main point.
4.   Introduce the Quote or Paraphrase: Place quote into the context of your discussion.

5.  Quote or Paraphrase: Accurately quote or paraphrase your source. Give credit. 
6.  Analyze the Quote: Reinforce the connection of the quote/paraphrase to the thesis

C.  Main Point #3

II.  Conclusion

A. Transition: Signal the conclusion without saying, “In conclusion.”

A. Summarize: Sum up your research. Remind readers how you have supported your thesis with each of your three main points. And why the opposing viewpoints are wrong. Restate those main points.

B. Re-State your Thesis:  You may re-word your thesis slightly, but definitely reiterate it in your conclusion.

C. Closing Remarks / Clincher: Relate the topic to your audience one last time and end your speech with one of the techniques used in the Attention Getter.
